«  The southbound 6" Street off-ramp will close to allow crews to clear the area for future work. As a
detour, drivers can continue traveling southbound, exit 3" Street and turn left, turn left on G Street
and travel north.

NORTHBOUND FULL FREEWAY CLOSURE
Monday, January 25 and Tuesday, January 26 from 10 p.m. to 6 a.m.
«  Northbound I-215 will close nightly at 9" Street to allow crews to complete the demolition of the
bridge. As a detour, drlvers traveling northbound will exit at 5th/6th Street, turn left at H Street,
proceed north to 10" Street and turn left, and enter 1-215.
