No chains are required at this time on state highways on mountain routes.  However, please bring 
chains in the event of inclement weather.  It is also the law that you carry chains during winter. 

CHAIN CONTROL REQUIREMENT LEVELS: 

W: No Restrictions - Watch for snow on pavement.  
R-1: Chains are required on all commercial vehicles (trucks or buses). All other vehicles (cars, pick-ups, 

vans, etc.) must have either snow tread tires or chains on the drive axle.  
R-2: Chains are required on all vehicles except four-wheel drives with snow tread tires.   Four-wheel drive 

vehicles must carry chains in the vehicle.   
R-3: Chains required - ALL VEHICLES - no exceptions. 
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
