Detour for Northbound 215:  Motorist traveling from UC Riverside northbound, will be 
detoured onto the northbound 215 toward San Bernardino, to Columbia Avenue, exit at 
Columbia Avenue, right back over the freeway, back to the southbound 215 and back 
onto the westbound 60.
