Inquiry/Response  

1.0 Question_1: This contract is for the maintaining of plants for 4 

years (plant establishment). Caltrans has determined that 

landscaping is not a soil disturbing activity. Further, the Notice 

of Completion of construction projects are typically issued at the 

beginning of the plant establishment period.  

 

Given the type of activity, the minimal rainfall, and the size of 

the area, we wonder if a water pollution control program (WPCP) is 

needed. The frequent (minimum of weekly) inspections, training and 

documentation seem to be out of proportion with the project  

estimate of $100,000  and the risk of pollution leaving the site on 

this project in this location.

A Water Pollution Control Program is a minimum requirement 

and mandatory with all Caltrans projects, per the Construction 

General Permit. This is just a plan of action and may not be enacted 
unless it is recommended by the Resident Engineer to do so. At that 
point the contractor will be paid for its work. 

2.0 Question_2: The bidding sheet has a place for the preparation of a 
WPCP but no place for the implementation of the WPCP. Please confirm 

that a WPCP is needed and all of the inspections in Section 10 of 
the contract documents are to be provided for the full 4 years.

See answer to question one above about Water Pollution 

Control Program and a Resident Engineer will be assigned to the 
project for all inspections required. 

3.0 Question_3: What is the maximum allowable water allocation (MAWA) 

for this project?  

 
What is the estimated water use (EWU) for this project?

All planting to be established shall have water applied as 

often as necessary and at rates appropriate to maintain healthy
