PLEASE NOTE:  There will be NO weekend closures of the freeway. 
 
During the closures crews will construct the temporary framing for the bridge at Blaine 
Street.  For obvious safety reasons, for both motorists and crews, a full closure is 
required.  Motorists traveling through the area will use the detour indicated below.  
Caltrans asks that motorists allow for extra time as delays are expected. 
 
Detour for Southbound 215:  Motorists will be taken off the freeway at the Blaine 
Street off-ramp and put back onto the freeway by using the southbound 215 on-ramp.

Service Patrol (FSP) tow trucks in various construction areas to remove disabled 
vehicles from the 60/91/215 work zone, reducing the congestion for everyone.
